• Before you start using this unit, please check if there’s no transportation damage. Should there be any, do 

not use the device and consult your dealer first.  

• Important: This device left our factory in perfect condition and well packaged. It is absolutely necessary 

for the user to strictly follow the safety instructions and warnings in this user manual. Any damage caused 

by mishandling is not subject to warranty. The dealer will not accept responsibility for any resulting defects 

or problems caused by disregarding this user manual. 

• Keep this booklet in a safe place for future consultation. If you sell the fixture, be sure to add this user 

manual. 

• To protect the environment, please try to recycle the packing material as much as possible. 
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SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS: 

• To prevent fire or shock hazard, do not expose this appliance to rain or moisture.  

• To avoid condensation to be formed inside, allow the unit to adapt to the surrounding temperatures when 

bringing it into a warm room after transport. Condense sometimes prevents the unit from working at full 

performance or may even cause damages. 

• This unit is for indoor use only.  

• Don’t place metal objects or spill liquid inside the unit. No objects filled with liquids, such as vases, shall be 

placed on this appliance. Electric shock or malfunction may result. If a foreign object enters the unit, 

immediately disconnect the mains power. 

• No naked flame sources, such as lighted candles, should be placed on the appliance. 

• Don’t cover any ventilation openings as this may result in overheating.  

• Prevent use in dusty environments and clean the unit regularly. 

• Keep the unit away from children. 

• Inexperienced persons should not operate this device. 

• Maximum save ambient temperature is 40°C. Don’t use this unit at higher ambient temperatures. 

• Always unplug the unit when it is not used for a longer time or before you start servicing. 

• The electrical installation should be carried out by qualified personal only, according to the regulations for 

electrical and mechanical safety in your country. 

• Check that the available voltage is not higher than the one stated on the rear panel of the unit. 

• The socket inlet shall remain operable for disconnection from the mains. 

• The power cord should always be in perfect condition: switch the unit immediately off when the power cord 

is squashed or damaged. It must be replaced by the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified 

persons in order to avoid a hazard 

• Never let the power-cord come into contact with other cables! 

• In order to avoid a hazard, the unit shall only be used with the AC-adaptor delivered with it. If the AC-
adaptor is damaged, a same model adaptor shall be used only.  

• In order to prevent electric shock, do not open the cover. Apart from the mains fuse there are no user 

serviceable parts inside. 

• Never repair a fuse or bypass the fuse holder. Always replace a damaged fuse with a fuse of the same 

type and electrical specifications! 

• In the event of serious operating problems, stop using the appliance and contact your dealer immediately. 

• Please use the original packing when the device is to be transported. 

• Due to safety reasons it is prohibited to make unauthorized modifications to the unit. 

 

MAINTENANCE 

Clean by wiping with a polished cloth slightly dipped with water. Avoid getting water inside the unit. Do not 
use volatile liquids such as benzene or thinner which will damage the unit.

FUNCTIONS 

 
 

1. CHANNEL FADERS: change the output level of the channel. 
2. [PAGE SELECT] BUTTON: used to change pages A – B - C  
3. MASTER FADER: change the output level of the controller. 
4. ANTENNA 
5. BATTERY LEVEL INDICATORS: the according LED will be blinking whilst charging the battery. 
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a. RED LED lit : battery is running empty and needs to be charged. 
b. YELLOW LED lit : battery is at low level 
c. GREEN LEDs lit : battery charged (+/-3 hours for full charged battery) 

IMPORTANT : the power has to be turned “ON” to charge the battery of the controller ! 
6. PAGE SELECTION INDICATORS: the LED of the according page will lit when selected with the [PAGE 

SELECT] button (2) 
7. MAINS INPUT with IEC14 socket and integrated fuse holder, connect the supplied mains cable here. 
8. POWER SWITCH: used to switch ON/OFF the controller. 
9. DMX OUTPUT: sends the DMX signal to the connected devices. 
10. WIRELESS DMX ON/OFF SWITCH: turns on and off the Wireless DMX part of the controller. 
11. ID STATUS INDICATOR: IMPORTANT!:This LED must always be BLUE ! If this is not the case, then 

follow these steps : 
a. Keep the ID SETUP BUTTON (12) pressed whilst turning on the wireless DMX with the 

Wireless DMX SWITCH (10) 
b. The LED will become Yellow, Red or Green. 
c. Press the ID SETUP BUTTON (12) shortly to change the color of the LED to BLUE. 
d. Confirm the ID status by pressing the ID SETUP BUTTON (12) during 3 seconds. Done!  

12. ID SETUP BUTTON: use this button to pair the EZ-CON 24W with a wireless DMX receiver. 
This wireless DMX receiver has to be compatible with the W-DMX G4 protocol (Wireless Solutions 
Sweden) 

a. First, prepare the receiver(s) you want to pair.  
b. Then, press the ID SETUP BUTTON (12) shortly. 
c. The LED will start blinking and at the same time the LED from the receiver(s) will do the 

same. 
d. After a few seconds the blinking stops on both controller and receiver(s). Now they are 

paired and can start working in wireless DMX mode. 

 

ADDRESSING THE CONNECTED UNITS 

Each time you build a different installation with the EZ-CON 24W, you should check the DMX addresses of 
the connected projectors.

• Fader 1 = DMX address 001 

• Fader 2 = DMX address 002 

• Fader 3 = DMX address 003 

• Fader 4 = DMX address 004 

• Fader 5 = DMX address 005 

• Fader 6 = DMX address 006 

• Fader 7 = DMX address 007 

• Fader 8 = DMX address 008 
2. PAGE B : 

• Fader 1 = DMX address 009 

• Fader 2 = DMX address 010 

• Fader 3 = DMX address 011 

• Fader 4 = DMX address 012 

• Fader 5 = DMX address 013 

• Fader 6 = DMX address 014 

• Fader 7 = DMX address 015 

• Fader 8 = DMX address 016
